INTRODUCTION
Nigeria with an estimated population of 105.3 million people occupies an area of 911.00km2 (1).
The amalgamation of the Southern and Northern Protectorates in 1914 constituted a deliberate Divine plan to give the black race the largest single conglomeration of black Negro people in the world.
Nigeria is watered by the rain laden wind which during a particular period of the year blows over the Atlantic ocean towards the northern direction. Because of this, the rainfall diminishes from the South to the North. To a large extent, the pattern of rainfall distribution has given rise to the following vegetation belts:
The mangrove forest alongside the coast
The evergreen forest
The rain forest
The deciduous forest
Derived Guinea Savannah

The Northern Guinea Savannah
The Sudan Savannah
The Sahel Savannah
Nigeria therefore is a land from which grow various types of plants: Vegetables, creeping plants, shrubs, trees of various girths and heights.
During the rainy reason, the vegetation displays its wares of different flowers, aroma and colours. The scents attract all kinds of insects.
It is an obvious fact that Nigeria is blessed with abundant resources: for example - there are 611 wood species in Nigeria. The virgin forests in the South contain trees of different densities e.g. mahogany, Antiaris africana, Albizia zygia, Brachystegia kennedyi. Pynanthus angolense etc.
Fruit yielding plants abound in the rainforest too, e.g. pineapples, oranges, pawpaws, plantains, bananas, guavas, mangoes.
Tuber-producing plants are numerous e.g. cassava, potatoes, cocoyams, yams and so on. Nigeria produces abundantly peppers, tomatoes, onions, okros, and melons. All types of delightful and edible vegetables are produced throughout the year.
Grains e.g. beans, millet, rice, wheat, soya beans, lima beans, cowpeas, sesame seed; and nuts e.g. sheanuts, groundnuts, cashew-nut, canophore nut are produced effortlessly.
There are palms and palm products, the oil palm, the coconut palms and oils, - derived from them, the palm kernel and their oils; raphia palms and their wines support the distinctive features of the culture of the people.
It is important to mention briefly the animal wealth of this country e.g. cattle, sheep, goats, pigs, horses, donkeys, camels and innumerable varieties of wild animals e.g. lions, elephants, leopards, hyenas, rodents, grasscutters, etc. Mention must be made of fishes and sea animals from both sea and inland waters. Domestic birds and wild birds decorate Nigerian country side with their varieties.
